Why eMarine?

The intent...is to create a more robust and user friendly Marine Corps Enterprise Solution for Commanders and their Family Readiness Officers (FROs) to effectively communicate family readiness information and notifications to assigned marines and their families/extended families. This organizational communication solution has the capability to replace other social networking applications used by units (e.g. Facebook) to communication outside their organizations. The central tenets behind eMarine include:
· One stop shopping for our Marines and their designated contacts.
· Controlled access to eMarine unit sites.
· Standardized features that promote familiarity to the user.

Overview of Site Features:

· eMarine home page is a public site; unit sites are controlled access.
· eMarine is available to service and family members 24/7 from any computer.
· Service and family members create one user ID and password that follows them throughout the Corps.
· Service members can invite up to 5 family members to subscribe to their unit site.
· Standard features with useful information on each unit site. (i.e. standard unit home page template, base information link, gray navigation bar, time zones and language feature at the bottom of the screen etc.)
· Base pages available for each installation directly accessible from every unit site.
· CAC access (optional) now available!

What does eMarine do for you?

· It is the source of official communication from the Unit.
· Makes the following information immediately available to unit subscribers 24/7: important unit announcements, calendars, documents, event photos, and other government agencies that support the Marine Corps.
· Allows monitored communication with the FRO and other subscribers using polls, surveys and forums.
· Provides the command team with a platform to determine the type of information to be communicated to service members and families.
· Provides a language translation capability for subscribers with a primary language other than English.
· Provides a direct link to DSTRESS on every unit site.
